Disbursement Plan

Purpose: To provide an equitable division of 1131/911/3588 Trauma System Funds, in counties with multiple Emergency Medical Services transporting agencies.

Guidelines for EMS Trauma Fund Disbursement:
1. Each CATRAC Executive Board Representative will be given its county’s share of 

the county’s funding for disbursement as follows:

a. Said county’s funds will be distributed only to those eligible EMS transporting providers according to the eligibility requirements as defined in the CATRAC Bylaws.

b.  33.333% of said County’s share will be divided based upon the percent of emergency call volume each EMS Provider provides in said County; using previous full years call data.

c. 33.333% of said County’s funds will be divided based upon the percent of acreage that each EMS Provider serves in its County.

d. 33.333% of said County’s funds will be divided based upon the percent of population that each EMS Provider serves in their County.

Example:
County XYZ’s share of the funding is $5,445.00, and it has two (2) eligible EMS Providers. Using the CATRAC EMS Trauma System Fund Distribution Plan, the funds would be distributed as follows:

e. A detailed expenditure report, including the standard TDH reporting form, copies of invoices, and a copy of check, or the check # that paid for said merchandise, will be forwarded to the CATRAC Director no later than July 1, of the current funding year. Reports will be presented to the CATRAC Executive Board for approval of expenditures.

f. Any disagreement as to how the funds are distributed by the Executive Board County Representative of said County will be presented in writing to the CATRAC Executive Board, prior to the next General Membership meeting. Once approved by the Executive Board and General Membership there will be no appeals.
