Introduction
Trauma System Rules, adopted by the Texas Board of Health in 1992, divided the State into twenty-two trauma service areas (TSAs) and provided for the establishment of a trauma Regional Advisory Council (RAC) in each TSA.

Trauma Service Area O (Capital Area) includes Bastrop, Blanco, Burnet, Caldwell, Fayette, Hays, Lee, Llano, San Saba, Travis, and Williamson Counties. General membership includes al interested citizens, government agencies, and organizations within this TSA.

The defined purpose of this organization is to:

A. Advance the state of health care for the victims of trauma and emergency within the counties of TSA-O. 

B. Decrease the morbidity and/or mortality. 

C. Assist its member organizations to achieve the highest level of trauma and emergency healthcare that they are capable of providing within their immediate service area. 

D. Encourage activities designated to promote cooperation between member organizations. 

E. Improve funding for emergency trauma and medical care providers within the counties served by this TSA. 

F. Provide a forum to resolve conflicts amongst its members regarding trauma and emergency healthcare. 

G. Develop a trauma and emergency healthcare plan for TSA-O that is based upon standard guidelines for comprehensive system development. 

H. Improve public awareness of the methods of accessing the trauma, emergency healthcare system and preventing injury. 

I. Establish methods for expedient inter-facility transfers from lower levels to higher levels of emergency healthcare, designated trauma care, and/or rehabilitative services.
